ORDINANCE NO.  5-16 
 

AN ORDINANCE ADDING SECTION 141.05 TO THE BELLEVUE CODIFIED 

ORDINANCES, CONCERNING THE TEMPORARY EMERGENCY CLOSING OF 

LICENSED PREMISES, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY. 
 

WHEREAS, City Council wishes to enact a new Section 141.05 of the Bellevue 
Codified Ordinances as set forth below; 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Bellevue, Erie, 
Huron and Sandusky Counties, Ohio: 
 

SECTION 1:  A new Section 141.05 of the Bellevue Codified Ordinances is hereby 
enacted as set forth below: 

 
141.05   Emergency temporary closing.  
 
(a)   The Chief of Police, or his/her designee, may order, in his/her discretion, a 

licensed premises where intoxicating liquor is sold at retail or dispensed, to be closed 
without hearing, for a period of up to 24 hours: 

 
 (1)   If the premises constitutes a crime scene and such closing could prevent 

the loss or destruction of evidence and facilitate the police investigation; or 
 
 (2)  If the premises was the scene of a violent disturbance involving injury or 

threat to citizens or the use of firearms. 
 
 (3)  Such closing, and the reasons therefore, will be documented by the Chief 

of Police and a report submitted to the Mayor, and, if necessary, to the Board of Liquor 
Control. 

 
(b)   If such licensee or permitee shall also be engaged in the conduct of another 

business or businesses on the licensed premises, such order shall not be applicable to 
such other business or businesses. 

 
(c)   It is understood that this temporary closing power shall only be ordered in good 

faith in an emergency for the protection of the public, but at the discretion of the Chief of 
Police. 

 
(d)   For example, and not as limitation, the term “emergency” means an occurrence 

upon a licensed premises or the licensee’s parking area that poses an immediate threat to 
the health or safety of the public, which includes the patrons or employees of the 



establishment and public officials, and that demands immediate closure of the licensed 
establishment in order to properly respond to the emergency, and/or to preserve and 
protect a crime scene.   

 

SECTION 2:  If the provisions of this Ordinance conflict with any previously passed 
ordinance or resolution or any portion of any ordinance or resolution, said previously 
enacted ordinance or resolution is repealed or amended to the extent of the conflict. 

 

SECTION 3:   That this Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure 
necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety and welfare of 
the City of Bellevue, and for the further specific reason that for the protection of the public 
in any such emergency is paramount, and time is of the essence. 

 

 WHEREFORE, this ordinance shall go into full force and effect immediately upon its 
passage by Council and approval by the Mayor.

ORDINANCE NO.  6-16 
 

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A VOLUNTEER PEACE OFFICERS’ 

DEPENDENTS FUND BOARD, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY. 
 

WHEREAS, State law now requires that a voluntary peace officers’ dependents fund 
board be created to administer claims as described; and 

 

WHEREAS, certain monies need to be appropriated therefore, and additional 
monies may be required in the future; 

 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Bellevue, Erie, 
Huron and Sandusky Counties, Ohio: 
 

SECTION 1:   There is hereby established a volunteer peace officers’ dependents 
fund board to comply with State law under Ohio Revised Code Chapter 143. 

 

SECTION 2:    The purpose of the fund that the board will administer is to assist 
dependents of volunteer peace officers killed in the line of duty and to assist volunteer 
peace officers becoming totally and permanently disabled as a result of a line of duty 
injury.  All of the definitions and provisions pertaining to this fund and board set forth in 
Ohio Revised Code Chapter 143 are hereby incorporated herein. 

 

SECTION 3:      The board will have the following members:  Two members elected 
by the legislative authority of the fund member that maintains the police or sheriff’s 
department, that is, City Council, two members elected by the volunteer peace officers of 
the police department, and one member elected by the other four members, and who 
cannot be a public employee, a member of the legislative authority, or peace officer for that 
department, and must be a citizen registered to vote in the City of Bellevue.  One of the 
five elected board members must be identified as a chair person and another as the 
secretary by the members of the board.  The initial terms shall last for one year, and 
subsequent terms also for one year unless otherwise set forth by this Council.   

 

SECTION 4:     The board’s secretary must submit all the following information to 
the administrator of the fund, the Ohio Department of Commerce:  Name and address of 
board members, names of the board’s chairperson and secretary, and a certificate 
indicating the current assessed property valuation of the fund member.   

 

SECTION 5:      It is understood that the benefit amounts are as set forth in the Ohio 
Revised Code, and are currently (1) $1,000.00 award to a surviving spouse, plus 
$300.00/month; (2) $125.00/month to the parent or guardian of dependent children; and (3) 
$300.00/month for disabled volunteer peace officers.  It is understood that these awards 



may change pursuant to state law and are to be reviewed and awarded by the City’s board 
in compliance with State law.   

 

SECTION 6:     The City will pay an initial premium of $300.00 to $500.00, which is 
based on the City’s assessed property valuation.  Additional premiums may be required.  
This money will come from line accounts and funds to be designated by the City Auditor or 
as further appropriated by separate ordinance if necessary.   

 

SECTION 7:     That the Auditor is hereby authorized and directed to take any action 
necessary to comply with this ordinance, the attached agreement and all applicable laws, 
including drawing his warrant or warrants for payment under said agreement from funds 
that have been appropriated or are to be appropriated in accordance therewith. 

  

SECTION 8:     That this Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency 
measure necessary for the immediate preservation of the public peace, health, safety and 
welfare of the City of Bellevue, and for the further specific reason that said board must be 
established and board members named by April 22, 2016, and this information will need to 
be relayed to the Ohio Department of Commerce. 

 

 WHEREFORE, this ordinance shall go into full force and effect immediately upon its 
passage by Council and approval by the Mayor.
